U.S. Drought Monitor, abnormally dry conditions
expanded to the western, central, and southern citrus
growing areas. The remaining portions of the citrus
growing region were drought free.

Packinghouses were packing midseason oranges,
grapefruit, and several mandarin varieties. Non-Valencia
harvest was in full swing and is expected to run into late
February.

Grove operations included mowing, fertilizing, hedging,
and minimal spraying. Irrigation was run several times per
week in most areas. Field staff reported seeing small
amounts of early bloom.
