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Minnesota had 0 days suitable for fieldwork for the 

week ending April 2, 2023, according to the USDA’s 

National Agricultural Statistics Service. The state was 

covered in snow due to precipitation that lasted most 

of the week and no fieldwork was completed. 

Livestock were doing well with calving continuing. 

 

Topsoil moisture supplies were rated 5 percent very 

short, 6 percent short, 62 percent adequate, and 

27 percent surplus. Subsoil moisture supplies were 

rated 5 percent very short, 12 percent short, 

64 percent adequate, and 19 percent surplus.
