Early planted corn silage will be ready for
harvest soon. Soybeans making rapid growth - excellent bloom and
pollination weather.

Lewis County; Joe Lawrence:

Some areas of the county received heavy rainfall midweek, while
other areas received very light rains. Most crops continue to look
pretty good if you ignore that fact that it is late August. Heat
accumulation in the coming weeks and date of first frost will have
a huge impact on crop outcomes for many acres.
