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Maryland egg production totaled 58.2 million during January 2022, down 13 percent from last year. Production included 56.9 million table
eggs, and 1.3 million hatching eggs. The total number of layers during January 2022 averaged 2.34 million, down 9 percent from last year.
January egg production per 100 layers was 2,486 eggs, down 3 percent from January 2021.

New York egg production totaled 146.6 million during January 2022, down less than 1 percent from last year. The total number of layers
during January 2022 averaged 5.75 million, down less than 1 percent from last year. January egg production per 100 layers was 2,551 eggs,
up less than 1 percent from January 2021.

Pennsylvania egg production totaled 803.6 million during January 2022, up 13 percent from last year. Production included 767.5 million
table eggs, and 36.1 million hatching eggs. The total number of layers during January 2022 averaged about 30.3 million, down 3 percent
from last year. January egg production per 100 layers was 2,651 eggs, up 16 percent from January 2021.
