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US Value of Production for Field and Miscellaneous Crops up 3 Percent in 2022 
  

The United States value of production for field and miscellaneous crops was estimated at $219 billion in 2022, up 3 percent 

from 2021. Alabama's value of field and miscellaneous crop production totaled $1.31 billion, up 2 percent from the previous 

year. At $346 million, Alabama's leading value of production was cotton. The value of Florida's crop production totaled 

$1.32 billion, an 8 percent increase from 2021. The value of Georgia's crop production was estimated at $3.00 billion, an 

increase of 9 percent from the previous year. The leading crop production value for Georgia was cotton at $1.25 billion. Field 

and miscellaneous crop values in South Carolina totaled $998 million, a 5 percent increase from 2021. The value of corn for 

grain, at $269 million, represented the largest value for South Carolina.
