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These estimates were based on inventory, birth, and price estimates as published in NASS cattle, milk, hog, and agricultural prices reports, as well as 
information on inshipments and marketings obtained from other sources.

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United States Cash Receipts for Meat Animals Up Slightly 
 

Total 2023 production of meat animals (cattle and calves and hogs and pigs) for the United States totaled 86.6 billion pounds, 

up slightly from 2022. Production decreased 4 percent for cattle and calves but increased 5 percent for hogs and pigs. Total 

2023 cash receipts from marketings of meat animals increased 10 percent to $128 billion. Cattle and calves accounted for 79 

percent of this total and hogs and pigs accounted for 21 percent. 

 

United States Cash Receipts for Cattle Up 17 Percent 
 

Cash receipts from marketings of cattle and calves increased 17 percent from $86.3 billion in 2022 to $101 billion in 2023. 

All cattle and calf marketings totaled 58.8 billion pounds in 2023, down 5 percent from 2022.

Nationally, milk production decreased slightly in 2023 to 226 billion pounds. The rate per cow, at 24,117 pounds, was 

30 pounds above 2022. Total cash receipts from marketings of milk during 2023 totaled $45.9 billion, down 19.8 percent 

from 2022. Producer returns averaged $20.38 per hundredweight, 19.7 percent below 2022.
